The MADRP is multi-disclipinary and patient-oriented, and crosses both UIC and the VA and aims to discover the behavioral and brain mechanisms that implement the regulation of affect and motivational salience in humans. Dr. K. Luan Phan is the director of the MADRP. Specific projects focus on problems with anxiety and mood and use Cognitive Behavioral Therapy and SSRI treatments and uses magnetic resonance imaging (fMRI, DTI, sMRI, TDCS) and electroencephalography (EEG) of event-related potentials (ERP) as predominant tools to assess brain circuit function as they relate to emotion, affect regulation and motivation.
